1.  Meeting Order Called to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by P. Kough. Members present: P. Kough; L. Crawshaw; and M. Hawkins, Bethel Town Clerk.  M. Shaver joined via Zoom.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance:  The pledge of allegiance was led by P. Kough.
3.  Secretary’s Report:  A motion was made by P. Kough to approve the August minutes.  The motion was seconded by M. Shaver.  The motion passed unanimously.
4.  Town Clerk’s Report:  The clerk presented her monthly report.  On October 2, Salisbury University students will be in attendance at the town council meeting.  Town Christmas cards must be ordered in October.  M. Shaver moved to accept the Town Clerk’s report.   L. Crawshaw seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
5.  Treasurer’s Report:

		b.  Treasurer’s Report:  M. Shaver presented the July 2025 Treasurer’s report.   L. Crawshaw moved to accept the treasurer’s report.  P. Kough seconded the motion.  The motion was passed unanimously.  
6.  Building Permits:  There were two building permits issued; one for an addition on Main St and the second for a porch on Vine Street. 
7.  Bracken Property Status: An email was received from Ellie Bracken detailing what has been done to the property.  
8.  Town Dock Status: No updates were offered.
9.  Complaints:  There were two complaints this month.  P. Kough will handle them.
10.  Ordinance Committee:   P. Kough is searching for all of the ordinances.  S. Beers has offered to assist with getting the ordinances on the website and able to be searched.
11.  Community House Cleaning Person:  An individual has been contracted to clean the community house once a month.  P. Kough moved to accept Tedi Kohinke as the cleaning person.  M. Shaver seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

12.  Old/New Business:  P. Kough received a message from E. Bracken stating that she has not had time to come to Bethel to finish cleaning the house.  P. Kough will review the letter from the town solicitor about a deadline for action.
M. Hawkins stated that there was an issue with residents not leashing their dogs.  There will be a message put on the sign and website.
R. Kough asked about Sailor’s Path and how that road will be able to handle the traffic if new properties would be built.  He asked if we should block off the dirt path.
