1.  Meeting Order Called to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:0 p.m. by P. Kough. Members present: P. Kough; K. Phillips; M. Shaver; L. Crawshaw and L. Davis.

3.  Secretary’s Report:  A motion was made by M. Shaver to accept the March minutes with a correction. The motion was seconded by P. Kough.  The motion passed unanimously. 
4.  Town Clerk’s Report:  A motion to accept the town clerk’s report was made by M. Shaver and seconded by K. Phillips.  The motion passed unanimously.
5.  Treasurer’s Report:

6.  Building Permits:  There was one permit issued in March for $114.  There has been a question regarding a chain link run for dogs.  Discussion ensued and K. Phillips will look into this issue.

7.  Complaints:  P. Kough said that she will give results of the complaints to S. Beers.
8.  Ordinance Committee:  L. Crawshaw moved to accept the Chapter 11 ordinance regarding garbage cans.  L. Davis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
9. Dock Update:  The changes asked for by DENREC have been made and the application has been resubmitted.

10.  Hopkins House:  The owner has stated that she has contacted a demolition company but has not heard anything.

11.  Old/New Business:  Foliage on Sailor’s Road is encroaching on one side of the road.  This will be cut back.
Possible dates for a town clean up were presented.  May 16th was decided to offer brush and a dumpster. All brush debris must be at the edge of the property. The large dumpster will be at the Bethel Store. A yard sale will be May 9th.
Roslyn was asking about a tree in her yard being cut down.  
The town post office has been locked and residents cannot access their mail.  M. Hawkins will call Laurel PO.
